	We are now able to offer structured active minutes in both break and lunch for all Key Stage 2 classes. Engagement in active minutes is monitored with children who aren’t choosing to be active being offered Change4Life Club to stay active.


This not only gave our sports captains more responsibility but also allowed another form of communication with parents about sporting successes via the school website. 

All children are engaged within PE lessons. Subject Lead meets with HLTAs every half term to ensure that values are being adhered to. This includes a running record of target children for behaviour, social skills, PE skills and confidence to ensure involvement in lessons.
	31% of children attended Change4Life club during the academic year 2022-23
78% of these children went on to take part in extra-curricular sport during the academic year.



This is an area that we’ve become more efficient in managing. It isn’t a burden on staff workload as the previous system was and allows the children to take further pride in leadership.

This is an ongoing process with meetings taking place each half term, each with a different focus to ensure subject continues to progress. This has also upskilled HLTAs by affording them more subject knowledge and confidence in teaching PE alongside  a specialist coach.

	Engage ALL children in activity through lunchtimes, curriculum sessions, extra-curricular sport, competitive sport and Change4Life club with aim being to maintain/increase this involvement through positive experience. This will then contribute towards a healthy lifestyle, socially, emotionally and physically.

Ensure profile of sport and PE is high around school to encourage ‘can do’ and ‘have a go’ attitudes as pathway to maintaining fitness and participation in extra-curricular and competitive sport. This will promote sport values such as respect, teamwork and honesty through a ‘family’ feel to sport in school.

Ensure all staff are confident teaching PE sessions focussing on fundamental skills (Real PE) and their application to specific sports (PE Academy) to ensure children receive 2 hours of quality curriculum PE per week. Along with this, children are given 1 hour (3 x 20 minute periods) of timetabled Daily Mile time to increase activity and fitness.

Maintain high levels of participation in competitive sport and extra-curricular sport whilst providing opportunities to try new sports where possible. From this children will be encouraged to continue to take part in sport outside of school.

Provide as many opportunities as possible for children to excel through competitive sport. They should be given this chance in a range of sports, particularly those that they may not have access to outside of school.
	All children are provided with the opportunity to be active through timetabled ‘active minutes’ at playtimes, use of the Daily Mile track and extra-curricular clubs and chances to compete in a wide variety of sports.

Captains and vice captains provide match reports on video blog on school website based on weekly league fixtures. Displays around school celebrate participation in competitive sport and what is going on in the wider world relating to sport. Sports section of website (including physical activity outside of school) and Twitter/X page shares achievements of sports team regularly with section of ‘Awards Assembly’ dedicated to celebration of participation in sport from previous week.

All children are active for 3 hours (2 hours curriculum PE and 1 hour timetabled Daily Mile time) per week with the opportunities to take part in, at least, 1 hour’s further active time through extra-curricular clubs. Furthermore, KS2 playtimes and lunchtimes have timetabled activity to ensure that there is always an option to take part in physical activity.
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Of the 56 children who attended Change4Life Club during 2023-24, 65% went on to participate/compete in further sport which shows the positive impact that it is having around school.

We feel that this impacted upon their swimming attainment with this signposted to parents. We don’t expect this trend to continue in coming years.
